can diversify across several companies by buying alternative energy exchange-traded
funds.

We selected five alternative energy ETFs based on market cap, liquidity and potential
stock growth this year. All the ETFs rallied throughout 2017 but have stalled so far in the
first few months of 2018. All performance figures are current as of April 4, 2018.

2. PowerShares WilderHill Clean Energy ETF

PBW provides exposure to U.S. companies engaged in the business of advancement of
cleaner energy and conservation. It follows the WilderHill Clean Energy Index and
invests at least 90% of its assets in stocks from the index. The ETF holds about 40
stocks in its basket with none holding more than 4.4% of the total assets.
